Hello Members and Friends 
 
 
Going ñrogueò!  What does that mean?  
The new American Heritage Dictionary 
defines the word rogue as, ñan unprinci-
pled, deceitful and an unreliable person.ò  
So you say, what does that have to do with 
anything?  As your OFRW President, let 
me explain my position on this subject.  

What I have observed and experienced with people who have 
ñgone rogueò, is they are individuals who do not and will not ad-
here to the policies, procedures and bylaws of an organization.  
You may not agree with me, but it will definitely give you food for 
thought.  
 
Organized societies consist of standards, rules, bylaws, policies, 
and procedures and then nominate and elect persons who, not 
only are willing but also, follow these standards and teach the 
others how to work within these guidelines. That is not to say that 
each member of an organization does not bring forward oneôs own 
ideas and ideals and work within that frame work to bring about 
new and fresh ideas and change.   One can live in an organized 
society and still maintain oneôs autonomy. 
   
The members in civilized and organized societies respect each 
other and work together. They work toward a goal that benefits the 
whole, rather than the part.  When the part, becomes a separate 
entity, choosing to move away from the platform of the society, 
there becomes conflict and mistrust in the organizational structure 
and it begins to fail.  This is my reference to persons ñgoing 
rogue.ò  
 
The very fabric of the Republican Party has suffered by the mind-
set of those who have chosen to ñgo rogueò and refused to blend 
with the others in the organization. They have refused to follow the 
rules and bylaws.  They have refused to meet conflict with com-
promise.  It is their way or no way.

ways and not as a team.  They were busy destroying our party 
and principles from within the group.  Blaming the ones who were 
working to promote and elect our excellent Republican candi-
dates.  Whatever step these ñroguesò take leaves a path of de-

struction in the Republican Party and the Republican Federa-
tion. 
   
If you pride yourself in being a ñrogueò that is your choice, 
but please do not stay in the Republican Party and the Re-
publican Federation and destroy it, go elsewhere.  You will 
not be happy with us and we will not be happy with you.

Coos County Republican Women 
A Little Bit of History 
 
The Oath Act of June 1, 1789, was the first 
legislation passed by the Senate and the first law 
signed by President George Washington. It 
prescribed the following oath: ñI __ do solemnly 
swear (or affirm) that I will support the Constitution 

of the United States.ò On June 4, 1789, Senate president John Ad-
ams administered that new oath to all senators, setting a pattern 
that future  presiding officers followed, without controversy, for 
the next 74 years. 
 
During the Civil War, Congress instituted the Test Oath, created in 
part to prevent ex-Confederates from taking federal positions. The 
Senate amended this oath four times between 1864 and 1884, 
when as part of a general revision of its rules, it repealed the Test 
Oath. Since then, the solemn oath prescribed by law has been: ñI 
do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support and defend the 
Constitution of the United States against all enemies, foreign and 
domestic; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same; that I 
take this obligation freely, without any mental reservation or 
purpose of evasion; and that I will well and faithfully discharge the 
duties of the office on which I am about to enter: So help me God.
